HE IS RISEN!

The apostle Paul in his letter to the Corinthians
wrote, "And if Christ has not been raised, our preach-
ing is useless and so is your faith.” (1 Corinthians 15:14)
The resurrection of Christ culminates His mission on this
earth. Jesus was born of a virgin and lived a perfect life.
He taught us and showed us how to live. On the Friday
before His resurrection on Sunday Jesus died for our sins
on a cross, and then on Sunday, He was raised from the
dead! Because of that Satan has been defeated, death
has lost its sting, and the result of Christ’s resurrection
from the dead means we don't have to worry, fear or
complain anymore.

My prayer is that on this Resurrection Day you will
commit your life fully to Him. Commit to praying every
day. If prayer is new to you, start with the Lord's Prayer
and say it 3 or 4 times a day. Meditate on its meaning
and application to you as you say it. Base your prayer
on those words. Determine to live for Christ by
keeping His two Great Commandments. “Love the Lord
your God with all your heart and with all your soul and
with all your mind. This is the first and greatest
commandment. And the second is like it: Love your
neighbor as yourself.” (Matthew 22:37-39) If you commit
to a life of prayer and love for God and others, then you
will experience the resurrection power in your life!
